GOAL: The goal of the Curriculum Project is to teach the Bible through convergent media formats for literary and historical purposes.
The approach is to study the Bible’s text, history, impact and story in accordance with objective standards, always honoring the principles
that underlie the First Amendment. The curriculum presents the Bible as a tool of cultural literacy and a primary document of Western
Civilization, and is narrated in the spirit of the Supreme Court’s position: “the Bible is worthy of study for its literary and historic qualities””

SCOPE: The courses instruct students in the knowledge of the biblical text, biblical history, and the history of the transmission of the
biblical text. This learning is necessary for an understanding of society and culture, including literature, art forms, morals and values,
education, institutions of compassion, government and public policy.

SEQUENCE: The curriculum content progresses from a first course that focuses on foundational studies of the Hebrew Bible (Old
Testament), the New Testament, and the history of the Bible and its influence on culture and society. Three advanced courses (10th-12th
grades) provide an increasingly deeper treatment of the Bibles history, its influence on culture and society, and its story as represented in
art forms, symbols, and illustrations.

STRUCTURE: Each course is arranged in four modules that are flexible to accommodate a one-semester (term) schedule, or a full-year
program. Each course has 108 lessons suitable to 50-minute sessions (3 lessons per week for 36 weeks). The lessons follow state and
federal guidelines in maintaining religious neutrality and respect diverse religions and traditions.

UNIQUENESS: The curriculum finds its basis in the design for the exhibitions of the Museum of the Bible that houses the world-famed
Green Collection of biblical manuscripts and artifacts. This collection provides images, illustrations, and scholarship that inform the
lessons and enriches student learning. The curriculum also benefits from rich auxiliary items, from textboxes and deliverables on specific
topics, to various digital options, interviews with scholars, and various high-resolution biblical artifacts. Around 100 full lectures on
biblical topics are also available in downloadable form for either background or in-class use. Hundreds of short clips from scholars also
help to teach material; these YouTube clips are identified for each lesson and are brief, only a few minutes in length. They are excerpted
from events associated with The Green Collection and its Green Scholars Initiative.

TEACHING TOOLS: Each course includes a digital teacher’s guide with various links to educators’ instructions and scholars’ suggestions.
Teachers are also allowed free access to the Museum of the Bible or its associated exhibitions (e.g., www.explorepassages.com,
www.verbumdomini.org and various college and conference exhibits). The curriculum has options for a multi-sensory experience and
facilitating experiential learning at whatever level the teacher desires. For schools with limited technology access, a textbook option is
available—and add-on technical options allow for students to have personal interaction through their own technical devices.
